Bolsover District Council would like to introduce an Alcohol Controlled Zone on the Castle Estate in Bolsover.  The zone is within the marked area outlined in red on the attached plan.

· The effect of the zone will be that a Police Officer can require a person on designated land not to drink alcohol.

· The officer can also require the person to surrender any alcohol, except in sealed containers. 

· Failure to comply with the officer’s request without a reasonable excuse will be an arrestable offence. 

I would stress that the designation is not intended to be a complete ban on drinking in the open air, it is intended to give the Police the powers to restrict drinking where it is associated with nuisance or annoyance to the public. 

I would welcome any comments you may have on the proposed designation and these should be submitted on the enclosed form and returned in the pre-paid envelope by no later than Friday, 28th May 2010.   
A decision on whether to designate the area as an Alcohol Controlled Zone will be taken by the Council in approximately 3 months time.  Any comments received from the consultation will be taken into account in making this decision along with statistical information provided by the Police.  If the Council do agree to designate the Castle Estate an Alcohol Controlled Zone, this will be advertised in the local press and signs will be erected in the area to this effect.
