NOISE AT WORK QUESTIONNAIRE
On the 1st April 2008 the Noise at Work Regulations 2005 came into force for the music and entertainment industry. To assess the impact and current knowledge of the new responsibilities placed on local businesses by the above regulations I would be grateful if you returned the enclosed questionnaire in the business reply envelope by the 17th September 2009.
Businesses which return their questionnaire will be put into a draw and two premises selected for the chance for a free noise survey to be carried out as part of the risk assessment for the premises. 

The noise survey will include the use of dose meters to be worn by individual bar staff employees to ascertain their noise exposure level (dose) during the playing of music at the premises. You will then receive a report from the survey carried out and if relevant, suggestions regarding how you could minimize noise exposure. 
The data collected is to be used as part of an MSc Environmental Health study being sponsored by Bolsover District Council into the effects of loud music on the hearing of bar staff. Individual premises will not be named in the study.

Practical advice on controlling noise at work in the music and entertainment sectors, and identify good practice to help avoid the harmful effects of prolonged exposure to noise is available from the Health & Safety Executive (HSE) and in particular a web site called Sound Advice launched by the HSE. 
The aim of Sound Advice is to control or reduce exposure to noise at work without stopping people from enjoying music, whether you are an employer, freelancer or employee.
Results of the survey will be published in December 2009 via a press release and be available on the Council’s web site.
