Bolsover Local Development Framework – Revised Preferred Options for the Core Strategy Development Plan Document
I am writing to you as you are included on our database for the Bolsover Local Development Framework.

As you probably know, the current Bolsover District Local Plan is being replaced with a number of documents called the Local Development Framework. The first of these is the Core Strategy. This sets out the broad planning framework for the district to 2026 and sets out the policy approach against which decisions influencing where people will live, work, spend their leisure time and how they will travel, will be considered.

Bolsover District faces some significant planning issues over the next 16 years, including the need to accommodate significant levels of new housing, and reduce out- commuting to employment by encouraging more employment in towns and main villages in the district.

A copy of the Revised Preferred Options for the Core Strategy has recently been prepared and approved by the Council for a non-statutory period of consultation of 6 weeks from 14th April to 26th May 2010. The reasons for the consultation are that it has been some time since the last version of the Core Strategy was published in October 2006. Since that date changes have taken place in the regional planning context and several studies have been undertaken. Consequently there are some significant changes in the Revised Preferred Options.
